Minutes
1. Welcome
Robert Goodchild (INEA, head of unit Horizon2020 - Energy Research) introduced the work of the agency and in particular of unit H1- H2020 Energy Research.
2. Desired Impact
Susanna Galloni (DG RTD) underlined the high interest at policy level for utilization of geothermal energy, for which evidence can be found in the communication COM(2016) 51 "An EU strategy on Heating and Cooling". She mentioned current work within the SET-Plan, where an issue paper on deep geothermal energy is prepared and discussed with stakeholders and Member States and a declaration with clear costs target should be adopted soon. She indicated that recent establishment of a new European Technology and Innovation Platform (ETIP) on deep geothermal As well as significant number of newly started H2020 geothermal projects indicate that the stakeholders have been very active and successful lately. However, they need to keep the momentum, to grow the geothermal community in Europe, to look for and utilize synergies and, most importantly, to bring the research results to the market. 
3. Introduction to the workshop
Petre Petrov (INEA) presented the agenda and the objectives of the workshop, which aimed at identifying possible technical, dissemination and communication synergies and overlaps among the different projects and related actions to be taken, as well as exchanging information and sharing results.
4. Presentations from the participants
4.1. The coordinator of each of nine H2020 geothermal projects presented briefly the objectives, the intermediate results, the barriers encountered and the expected impact of the corresponding project. This was followed by a brief questions and answers session and networking break.
After that, participants split into three groups to identify possible synergies/overlaps and propose possible actions. The actions identified by each working group were presented to all the participants.
4.2. In the afternoon session each leader of Dissemination and Exploitation Work Package presented briefly project's communication and dissemination strategy as well as main activities in this area.,
Similarly, the participants split into two groups (with representatives of each H2020 project and FP7 IMAGE project) to discuss and identify possible synergies and joint activities, which were later one presented to all the participants.
5. Outcome of the meeting
Based on the output of the discussions, a number of actions were identified. For each of it, the group identified a project that will take the lead on it and a possible timeline.
5.1. Joint actions in the technical areas:
Coordination of information exchange:
· Identify interface contact person in each project for info exchange and prompt update on project's activities for specific items (i.e. drilling process, logging devices, rock byte in granite, casing/cementing).
Synergies:
Risk assessment:
· Extension of the draft risk assessment from GEOWell to include input from other projects and make it public.
Data exchange:
· Create a map with the data of resources that could be exchanged between the projects (please let us know which type of data you would be able to share);
· IMAGE project to disseminate the common database on rock properties.
Shallow geothermal:
· Mapping of shallow geothermal resources (since the data are not always compatible make efforts to have a more common approach/format). Put in contact the partners responsible for mapping within the 2 projects on shallow geothermal systems (Cheap-GSHPs and GEOTeCH).
· Create a common public document on regulation for geothermal energy use in different MSs and associated countries.
· Heat exchangers: keep in contact (IPR providing)
5.2 Joint actions in communication and dissemination area
· Create a common E-mail distribution list with partners responsible for dissemination in each of the projects
· Exchange of INEA factsheet: projects' coordinators who would like to do so, are free to send their factsheet to the other coordinators.
· Create a cross-link the website of each project to the websites of all other projects
· Create a "Wiki for dummies" on geothermal energy, i.e. policy maker and general public dictionary on geothermal terminology
· Define common groups of stakeholders for dissemination for shallow and deep geothermal resources
· Joint press release (multi-languages)
· Create a commons hashtag (#) on Twitter
Joint events
· Synchronized calendar of events targeting
· Joint session at EUSEW 2017
· Joint session at EERA Annual conference
· Organization of specific technical workshops (i.e. on chemistry of geothermal fluids, risk assessment, lessons learnt on communication with general public).
· Aim at share stand at conferences
· Common session at EGC 2018 and WGC 2020 and others
